· Registration and check-in for all Scouts will begin at 7:00 am in the foyers of the T. M. Elmore Gym (Building 63).   
· The Opening Ceremony is from 8:00am to 8:30am.
· Morning Cub Scout and WEBELOS activities will begin in the Gym from 8:45am and end at 11:00am.  After lunch (~12:00am) they will tour the WJAB - 90.9 FM Radio Station and the Alabama State Black Archives Research Center and Museum. At 1:00pm all Cubs and Webelos should return to the gym to participate in the international cultural activities fair.
· Boy Scout classes begin at 8:45 am in classrooms in the Elmore Gym, the ROTC facility, the Meridianville Airport, and the Chase Railroad Museum. Most will continue until 12:00 noon. American Cultures is the only Merit Badge offered in the afternoon.  Some of the requirements for the merit badges offered during this event must be completed later within the Scout’s unit.  
· LUNCH will be served in the West Campus Cafeteria
· Cub Scouts will eat Lunch from 11:00am to 12:00 noon
· Boy Scouts will eat Lunch from 12:00 noon to 1:00pm
· Between 11:30am and 1:00pm, all cultural and civic groups will set up their demonstrations, displays and exhibitions in the Gym and outside.

Classroom assignments and first period reporting instructions will be provided at registration and again at the end of the Opening Ceremony.
Merit Badge Requirements:  It is important that Scouts and leaders review the requirements for each merit badge and completion procedures for partially completed badge requirements.  Not all requirements can be completed for many badges.  Special instructions for certain badges follow:
American Cultures: This is the only merit badge offered in the afternoon and requires the Scout’s participation in the cultural fair (1:00pm to 3:00pm). It is conducted under the supervision of MB instructors and Scout leaders. A mandatory meeting will be held at 12:30pm in the Elmore Gym registration area for those Scouts participating in this badge’s activities. Many requirements can be completed on site.
Aviation: This Merit Badge includes instruction using actual aircraft and a tour of the Meridianville Airport.  Scouts do not fly.  The class is limited to 20 Scouts and is planned to start at the airport at 8:30am and end about 2:00pm.  Scouts who pre-register must check-in at registration. Transportation will be provided.  Lunch will be provided at the airport.  Many requirements can be completed on site.
Railroading: This badge is conducted by the North Alabama Railroad Museum on Chase Road. The class is limited to 20 Scouts and is planned to start at the airport at 8:30am and end about 11:30pm. Scouts who pre-register must check-in at registration. Transportation will be provided.  Many requirements can be completed on site.

Adult Merit Badge Orientation: This class will be conducted for interested adults at 1:30pm in classroom 3, Elmore Gym. The orientation will take about 45 minutes.
LUNCH: The price of lunch is included in the registration fee. If you are not registered and wish to eat you must purchase a Lunch ticket in the Registration Area. Lunch will be served in the Ernest Knight West Campus Living and Learning Complex Cafeteria (Building 63) between 11:00am and 1:00pm. You must have a lunch ticket in order to be served.
 DISPLAYS AND DEMONSTRATIONS: International cultural groups, civic groups, the military, municipal organizations such as the police, fire and rescue organizations etc. may set up tables, perform, or conduct indoor / outdoor demonstrations. Many of these performances and displays are interactive and Scouts may participate in these events as invited.
SECURITY AND SAFETY: The Campus Police Chief has requested that all Scouts and Scouters utilize only the overpass when crossing Meridian Street. All Youth must be accompanied by an Adult Leader. There will be monitors stationed in the bathrooms to ensure safety and proper conduct while utilizing the washroom facilities
CLOSING ASSEMBLY: Scoutmasters and Cubmasters should pick up Merit Badge requirements and Activity forms respectively, if available. Colors are to be retired, closing remarks made, and clean-up completed.

Go North on Memorial Parkway to Winchester Road

Turn right (east) on to Winchester Road and travel one block to the intersection of Winchester Road and Meridian Street. You will pass the UPS Bldg enroute to the first light. Turn right onto Meridian Street. You are now going south on Meridian street. Travel under the pedestrian overpass to the first traffic light. Make a right turn and park in the parking lot between the football stadium and the TM Elmore Gym Bldg.

IF COMING FROM MERIDIANVILLE, HAZEL GREEN OR FAYETTEVILLE:

Go south on Hwy 231 (Memorial Pky) until you reach Winchester Road.
Turn left (east) on to Winchester Road and travel one block to the intersection of Winchester Road and Meridian Street. You will pass the UPS Bldg enroute to the first traffic light. Turn Right on to Meridian Street. You are now going south on Meridian Street. Travel under the pedestrian overpass to the first traffic light. Make a right turn and park in the parking lot between the football stadium and the T. M. Elmore Gym Bldg.
